We are
even able to see it in ourselves—broken commitments throughout
our lives. We see it sadly in our church.

We live in a situation where some of us do not want to be dedicated
to anything. We do not want to go to church because for some of us
it is the last thing to do in our scheme of things. We fail to
undevstand who we are and our need to serve God from whom all
things come. Everybody is crying for their rights but no one is
talking about our rvesponsibility. It is not that we do not believe in
God, but some of us are caught in the world around us where being
a spiritual person is sometimes frowned upon.
